—Seeretary of Treasury John W,
Suvder has predicted a tederal de-
fickt of $1,200,000,000 for this fiscal
vonr even If congress approves all
the tax, increases  requested by
President Truman, It was learned
today.

$nyder also has held the door
open for administration approval
of deficit spending next year, He!
tx hostile to a federal sales tax, |
which Is drawing growing support
from husiness spolkesmon,

Suyder's views were contulned
in a statement submitted to the
sepate  finunee committee in re
sponso to questions (rom Sen. Hur
vy FLoByrd, b, Va )

While he has urged a $10,500,
000,000 pay-aswe-go tax program,
Snyder's forecust of a deficit this
yenr wis bascd on the lag tn col
lections which would hdld the tax
vield below that figure in the {lrst
year,
